
 

 Image Collection Orientation  
 
 Starting at the front of the collection (SE corner): 
 Art, Prehistoric-14th Century AD  
  Includes Greek and Roman painting and sculpture 
  Manuscripts are filed separately under the sub-heading “Man.” 

Material Arts section also contains prehistoric items. Roman and Greek, filed by medium 
 Architecture, Prehistoric-14th Century AD 
  Organized by site 
 Architecture, 1400-1900 
  Organized by site; or by architect, if known 
 Architecture, 20th Century 
  Organized primarily by Architect; by site if no architect is unknown 
  Also contains Structural Principles section 
  Special Sets between 1400-1900 and 20th Century; Topical 
  Topical images display the topic on the spine of the slide 
 Art, 1400-1900 
  By Location (country); filed further by artist (if known) inside country 
  Anonymous works are filed at the front 
 Photography 
  Special sets at front of section 
  Beyond this, filed alphabetically by photographer 
 Material Arts  
  Divided by type/medium 
  Includes ceramics, glass, jewelry, ivory, metalwork, etc. 
  Divided by period sections:  
  Prehistoric-200 AD; 200-1400; 1400-1900; 20th Century 
  Further divided by civilization or country 
  Also a section on Technique 
 Organic Design 
  Divided by topic 

For example: Human Anatomy, Animal, Mineral, Vegetable, Outerspace and innerspace 
 Visual Communication and Design 
  Mostly 2-D design 
  Special Sets at front of section. For example, Art and the Stage 

Divided by type. For example, Advertising, Design (Graphic), Illustration, Poster Design, Theatre Design, and Typography 
 Cartography (Maps) 
  Divided by period 
  
 



Interiors and Furnishings 
  Divided by country, then by artist (if known); 20th Century, divided just by artist 
  Marked by “Fur” or “Int” on bind of slide 
 Industrial Design 

Mostly Special Sets. For example, International Expositions, Industrial Revolution, Auto Design & Culture, Appliances, Domestic, 
Communications, Equipment, Transportation 

 Indigenous Art & Architecture 
Prehistoric. North America divided geographically. For example, Woodlands, Great Plains, etc. Also divided by cultural divisions if 
known. For example, Dakota, Cree, etc. 

  NW Coast, Inuit and are the most heavily used sections 
  Africa is divided by country, then by tribe 
 Culture 
  Divided by geographic location 
  

Art, 20th-21st Century 
Many Special Sets at front of section, including Art Deco, Artist Books, 20th Century Sexuality, Canadian Art, and Culture, History 
and Ideas. All special sets are further divided by artist, if known.
