
HOUSING TIPS 
When should you start to look? 

 Start your search in late June/early July 
 Landlords normally advertise 4 to 6 weeks prior to a move-in date 
 Tenants are required to give 60 days notice of move-out 

 How to start your search:  
 

 Determine your price range   Decide where you want to live 
  Map it out. Consider transportation, amenities, shopping, etc.

 Shared, residence-style experience, room and board
